Ride Lake County offers residents a unique way to 
get around Lake County. Whether you need a ride 
for work, medical and dialysis appointments, or 
shopping, Ride Lake County offers an easy to use 
travel experience that is both affordable and 
øexible. 

As a dial-a-ride program, Ride Lake County 
service is on demand, and buses do not travel in a 
öxed route each day. Instead, riders schedule 
their trips in advance and the Ride Lake County 
vehicle provides curb-to-curb service from the 
rider’s desired pick up and drop off locations.

The program is a shared-ride service, so the 
vehicle may make additional stops during your 
trip to pick up other passengers. To accommo-
date multiple riders and provide as many trips as 
possible, the route taken by the vehicle is 
planned well in advance for efficiency purposes.

One-Way Fares (cash payments only): •  All vehicles are wheelchair accessible.
•  This is a shared-ride service, the bus will pick up and 

drop off other passengers. 
•  This is a curb-to-curb service, drivers cannot escort 

riders outside of the vehicle or carry packages. 
•  Companions are limited to one person or child per 

registered rider (regular fares apply).
•  Riders under age 16 must be accompanied by an 

adult (regular fares apply).

All Ride Lake County services operate without regard 
to race, color, and national origin in accordance with 
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act.
